Riverside Kids Volunteer Handbook and Guidelines

Ministry Areas 

The Family Room 
This space is available for parents with babies and for parents and children that wish to 
stay together during the service. This room is attached to our overflow space so that the 
parent can still listen to the service as their child plays. 


The Wave Room 
This classroom is for Toddlers ages 18mo to 3 years. This is a class led by a teacher and 
helpers. We participate in play, singing songs and tell a Bible story with this age group. 
This room is for parents to leave their child. If the parent wishes to stay with their child, 
they can use the Family Room. 


The Rainbow Room 
This classroom is for Preschool/Kindergarten ages. This is a class led by a teacher and 
helpers.  We participate in active play and the Bible is taught through StoryTime, fun 
worship songs with motions, games, activities and color sheets. This is the beginning to 
build relationships with each other and leaders while learning about God.


The Fun Factory 
This classroom consists of 1st-5th graders. This is a class led by a teacher and helper. We 
learn through fun characters and videos and hands on games. Our lessons include Bible 
stories and teaching through every day examples and lessons. A fun environment is the 
setting for kids to build strong relationships with each other and their leaders all while 
learning about God.


Riverside Kids Check-In 
Riverside Kids Check-In & Welcome team is vital to our success. This is where families 
are greeted; children are checked in and guided to their environments. Our check-in 
volunteers are warm and friendly and help our families have a safe and great experience.


Riverside Kids with Different Abilities  
This is our special ministry to kids with special needs. Volunteers are paired up with 
special needs children and accompany and assist them throughout the 9:30 and 11:15 
services. Teachers work with all age groups.


Teacher, Helper, Translator 

We cannot do it alone. Riverside Kids consists of many individuals caring for all of our 
kids.  We have teachers, helpers and translators to effectively care for the Kids that call 
Riverside Church their church home.
