being more unhappy
(N = 466; 8-11 years)

Materialism / hyperconsumism 21st century currents



I want it now!
Previous studies with adults 

indicate that people with less 
life satisfaction become more 

materialistic, and that more 
materialistic people become 
less satisfied with their lives [...]

Therefore, children's materialism 
is likely to lead to less life 

satisfaction at a higher age.
